Resolve this by entering 2 letters in one of the
squares. The crossing entry will provide a different, third letter for the same square. The three letters,
taken in order (first the 2 letters, then the third) form the ticker symbol for a publicly traded company.
Note the first letter of the name of the company to which each symbol relates (for this purpose, ignore the
word “The”). A company name doesn't necessarily start with the same letter as its ticker symbol. These
10 letters, read in Across clue order, identify some Wall Streeters. The unclued entry at 23-Across reveals
what your investment adviser should or shouldn’t provide, depending on how you look at it. Ironically,
this puzzle was deemed too business-y for The Wall Street Journal.
